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A nanias Mathe, the dangerous 
fugitive who has escaped sev-
eral times from prison and was 

recaptured this week, illustrates the 
parody of the new South Africa. 

Proud of our “wonderful and 
truly democratic” constitution we may 
be, but behind our backs I am sure the 
majority of the world’s nations are 
sniggering with justifiable mirth. 

For just look at some of the 
“benefits” or this amazing constitution 
of ours, notably where crime is con-
cerned, where criminals get equal pro-
tection to victims (or more), and inno-
cent citizens dare not risk maiming or 
injuring criminals – even while pro-
tecting themselves – for fear of legal 
repercussions. 

Libertarians applaud the ab-
sence of the death penalty while mur-
der, rape and robbery spiral ever up-
wards. Young people are taking to 
drugs in their thousands and graffiti 
artists spray private and public prop-
erty with impunity – no doubt doing 
their “bit” at redecorating South Africa 
for the 2010 World Cup. 

Litter abounds, work and moral 

ethics in both the private and govern-
ment sectors are on the decline, and 
corruption and greed are increasing. 
Meanwhile, the economy amazingly 
stumbles along at a growth rate of 
between 4% and 5%. 

Now, let’s look at a self-
transformed and truly dynamic mod-
ern nation, Singapore. This former 
developing city-state is clean because 
there is no graffiti and no litter any-
where. It is basically crime-free be-
cause there are no drugs and drug 
peddlers. This nation has a growing 
and prosperous economy with full 
employment and no poverty. Utopia? 
Almost.  

Singapore’s economic and 
crime-prevention achievements are 
the result of effective and harsh laws 
that severely punish criminals and 
nip crime in the bud. When you fly 
to Singapore you are informed on the 
plane before landing that carrying 
drugs has a “mandatory death pen-
alty”. 

Get caught spraying graffiti 
anywhere in Singapore and you go 
straight to jail. Throw litter – a 
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match, chewing gum or cigarette butt – 
on the pavement or anywhere but in a 
proper refuse container and there is a 
harsh spot fine of at least R500. 

The economy is pumping at a 
rate that reaches double figures. Singa-
pore was not like this 50 years ago. It 
took leadership and a top-to-bottom 
national “will” to achieve this. The 
country is also not homogeneous, and 
in many ways is similar to our rainbow 
nation. 

Can South Africa emulate Sin-
gapore? Of course it can, but only if all 
South Africans are determined to make 
this happen. The recent peer review by 
fellow African states has rated crime 
the top threat to South Africa’s democ-
racy. One of the firsts things we need 
to do is tailor our theoretically perfect 
but practically flawed constitution, 
which does precious little to deter 
criminals. Let’s take a leaf out of Sin-
gapore’s book.
